= Presence of food, water and cover for wildlife

= Mulching around planting areas
= Composting of appropriate waste
= Manual or electric-powered garden tools instead
of gas-powered

Chula Vista is fortunate to possess very
diverse natural landscapes. The city is
bounded by wetlands at its bayfront,
the Sweetwater and Otay rivers to its
north and south, and mountains and
lakes to its east. These landscapes
support habitat for rare and
endangered species such as the
California gnatcatcher, Arroyo

toad, and the Otay tarplant, but

also for familiar wildlife such as
coyotes and red-tailed hawks.

Working with federal and state
agencies, the City has set aside over
9,000 acres of these sensitive habitats
as permanent open space through its
Multiple Species Conservation Plan
(MSCP). You are helping these
open spaces remain healthy
and pristine by making your
yard or garden nature-
friendly through the
City's NatureScape
program!
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
