This notice conforms to the requirements of Sectian IV, Capacity Rales, B, Transfers of Contract k
Capacity, of the “Regional Wastewater Agreement Between the City of San Diego and the
Participating Agencies in the Metropolitan Scwerage Systerm™, for the transfer of 0.17 mgd of
capacily between the Spring Valley Sanitation District, and the City of La Mesa, specifically
stated as follows:
* The Participating Agencies and the City may buy, sell or exchange all or part of their
Caontract Capacity among themselves on such terms as they may sgree upon. The City
shall be notified prior 1o any transfer. Any transfer shall be first approved by the City.
No Contract Capacity may be transferred if the City determines, after consultation with
the Participating Agenci2s involved in the transaction, that said wransfer will unbalance, or
will otherwise adversely impact the City's ability to operate the Metro Systern. Provided,
however, that the Participating Agency seaking the transfer may offer to cure such
imbalance at its own expense. Following the City’s consent, as a ministerial matier, the -
Contract Capacity set forth in Exhibit B shall be adjusted to reflect the upproved transfer.

Accordingly, Exhibit B and Exhibit C of the Reglonal Agrecment are revised, as attached, to
reflect the capacily trunsfer.

THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises set forth herein, the City and the
Participating Agencies agree as follaws:

Annual Average Daily Flow is the number, in millions of gallons of wastewater

per day (“MGD"), calculated by dividing total Flow on a fiscal year basis by 365
days.

Capital Improvement Costs arc costs associated with the planning, design,
financing, construction, or reconstruction of facilities,

Chemical Oxygen Demand or “COD” means the measure of the chemically
decomposzble material in wastewater, as determined by the procedures specified
in the most current edition of “Standard Methods for the Examination for Water

and Wasiewater,”" or any successor publication which establisiies the industry
standard.

Cantract Capacity is the contractual right possessed by each Participating
Agency 10 discharge wastewater into the Metro System pursuant to this
Agresment up to the limit set forth in Exhibit B attached hereto. Caontract
Capacity is stated in terms of Annual Average Daily Flow.

Flow is the amount of wastewater discharged by the City and each Participating
Agency,

Functional-Design Methodology shall mean the process of aliocating Operation
and Maintenance Costs and Capital Improvement Costs to Flow and Strength

parameters recognizing the berefits of both the design criteria and the primary
function of a umat process.

Metro System Costs are those costs set forth in Section V.B.1.

Metro System Revenues are those revenues set forth in Section V.B.2.
Metrapalitan Sewerage System or Metro System shall mean and consist of
those facilitics and contract rights to facilities which are shown and/for deseribed
in Exhibit A altached herato and incorporated by this reference, including any

amendments thereto authorized by this Agreement.

Munieipal System shall mean the City's wastewater collection svstem, which
consisis of pipelines and pump stations, that collects wastewater within the City

South Bay Land/Occan Outfall is the facility that is jointly owned by the
International Boundary & Water Comrnission (U.S. Section IBWC) and the City
of San Diego. The Outfall is planned (o convey and discharge treated effluent
from the TRWC's International Wastewater Treatment Plant and treated effluent
fram the City's South Bay Water Reclamation Plant and the South Bay Secaondary
Treatment Plant. As of the date of this Agreement, the Outfall has a current
Average Daily Flow Capaeity of 174 million gallons per day . Asaf

the date of this Agreement, the City owns 39.94% of the capacity of the Outfall
and the balance of the capacity is owned by the

IBWC. .

Strength means the measurement of Suspended Solids (SS) and Chemical
Oxygen Demand (COD) within the wastewater Fiow and any other measurement
required by, faw afler the date of this Agreement,

“Suspended Solids™ or “88” means the insoluble solid maner in wastewater
that is separable by laboratory filtration, as determined by the procedures
specified in the most current edition of “Standard Metheds for the Examnination
of Water and Wastewater,” or any successor publication which establishes the
industry standard.

Tertiary Component is that portion of the waslewater treatment proeess that T
eurrenily filters the secondary treated wastewater effluent through fine sand

and/or anthracite coal (o remove fine Suspended Solids and disinfects it to meet

the requirements of the California Administrative Code, Title 22, or its successor

for filtered and disinfected wastewater.

Water Repurification System includes the Advanced Water Treatment (AWT)
Facility located at or near the North City Water Reclamation Plant site and the
Repurified Water Conveyance System which will transport repurified water from
the AWT Tacility to the San Vicente Reservoir. The major processes of the AWT
Facility include: uitra or micro filtration, reverse osmeosis, and

ozonation.

OWNERSHIP AND OFERATION OF THE METRO SYSTEM

Richts of the Parues.

The City is the owner of the Metro System, and of any zdditions to the Metro

System or other facilities constructed pursuant 1o tiis Agreement. Al decisions with respect to

the planning, design, construction, opuration and maintenance of the Metro Svstem shall rest

with the City, in consuitation wilh the Metro Commission. The Participating Agencies shall

have 2 contractual right to use the Metro System and to participate in its operation as set forth in -

O REVISED 3/098



this Agreement. Subject to the terms of this A\ greement, and in conformance with all applicable
laws, the City may transfer awnership of all or p 1 of the Metro Systent at any time. [n the event
of a transfer, the City's suceessor shall be bound by the terms of this Agreesment. Subject to the
terms of this Agreement, eny Participaling Agency may transfer or zssign its rights and
obligations under this Agreement. Any transfer shall first be approved by the City, No transfer
may occur if the City determines, after consultation with the Participating Agencies involved,
that the proposed transfer will imbalance, or will otherwise adversely impact the City’s ability to
aperate the Metro System,

B. MNMotro Svetem Services.

1. The City shall provide wastewater conveyance, treatment and disposal
services to the Purticipating Agencies through the Metro System, under the terms set forth in this
Agrcoement.

2. The City shal] operate the Meatro System in an efficient and economical

manner, maintaining it i gocd repair end working order, all in accordance with recognized
sound engineering and manaponent practices

3. The City shall convey, treat, and dispose of or reuse all wastewater

J s
received under this Agreement in such a manner as to comply with ail applicable luws, rules and
regulations.

. Flow Commitment.

1. Absent uygreement of the panies, atl Flow from the Participating Ayencies
and the City, up to the capacity limits set fonh in Exhibit B or any amendments thereto, shall
remain in the Metro Systen

2. This Avrcement shzll not preclude any Participating Agency rom
diverting Flow fromt the Metro System as 2 result of the constructian of reclamation facilitics or
New Capacity autside of the Mctro System.

3. Any Puricipaling Azency may negotiate an agreement with the City to
withdraw all Flow from the Melro ::ystem , .uhwh at a minimum requires the Agency to pay ils
praportionate share of Capital Improvement Costs.

D. Fundine Obligations.

Naothing in iz Svetion or in this Agreement shall obligate the City o make any

payment for ihe acquisition, censtruction, mumienance or operation of the Melro System from
maneys denved Tomtaxes or ranm any inoome and revenue of the City other than moneys 1 or

suwer revenues which go inio the Sewer Re‘:ﬂn e Fund foril uiutr) Syster and Tom
!

conatmetion sunds denved Tam the sale of such sewer revenue onds for the Metro Svstem as

available to any Participating Agency.

F. Limitations ¢ : ndition of Wastewater.

1. Each Participating Agency will comply with all applicable laws, rules and
regulations including its regulatory obligations associated with the discharge of wastewater into
its respective system and from sech system into the Metro System.

2. Each Participating Agency will minimize to the maximum extent
practicable, the infiliration and inflow of surface, ground or stormwaters into its respective
WAstewater systems.

3. Each Participating Agency will insure that all industial users of its
wastewaler system are regulated by an effective industrial pretreatment program that conforms
to ali applicable laws, rules and regulations and that is acceptable to the City. Provided,
however, that the City shall not require the Participating Agencies to take any actions buyond
that which is required under applicable laws, rules and regulations that can be taken but are not
being taken by ihe City.

4. The City and the Participating Agencies agrez that nothing in this
Agreement, including the termination of the existing sewage disposal agreements, shall affect the
