NEVER leave valuables in view, even if your car is locked!!

e Purses and wallets e Cell phones * CDs
* Briefcases/backpacks * Sports equipment ¢ Cameras
* Money/credit cards e Computers e Clothing

Other ways to deter thieves from breaking into your car:
* Always lock your car. e Park in well-lit areas.

e Completely close car windows. e Park in attended lots.
e Take out removable radios/face plates.
