WHAT DOES THE AFFORDABLE HOUSING INCENTIVES/STATE DENSITY BONUS PROGRAM OFFER?
The  Density Bonus program offers a path for developers requesting a density bonus and other incentives pursuant to Section 65915 et seq. of the California Government Code for qualified residential projects.

· Up to 35% additional density, 
· Reduced parking standards, if requested, and
· Waivers, Incentives or concessions as identified by the project applicant.

Waivers are modifications of volumetric requirements that are regulated by the Chula Vista Municipal Code. Project applicants may seek any waivers necessary to physically accommodate increased density in the bonus project. Requested waivers may not exceed that which is necessary to accommodate the bonus.

Incentives or concessions are reductions of site development standards or architectural design requirements which result in financially sufficient and actual cost reductions. Project applicants may seek up to three incentives or concessions, depending on amount of affordable housing provided and the level of affordability of those units.  The applicant must demonstrate that each requested incentive results in identifiable, financially sufficient, and actual cost reductions that contribute significantly to the economic feasibility of the reserved units.  A financial pro-forma must be submitted as part of the Density Bonus Permit whenever the applicant has requested any incentives.

Waivers and incentives or concessions may not be used to waive applicable building code and life safety standards.


IS MY PROJECT ELIGIBLE FOR THE PROGRAM?
· The project must consist of five or more dwelling units;
· A “qualified” project reserves a minimum number of dwelling units for rental or sale to a specific type of household.  The types of qualifying households are very low-, low-, or moderate- (sale units only) income or seniors/students/disabled vets/homeless. 

HOW DO I DETERMINE MY BASE PROJECT AND BONUS PROJECT?
1. Determine the Base Density.
In order to determine how much of a density bonus State Law will allow, the density allowed by current controls (“base density”) must first be calculated. The “base density” is the maximum allowable gross residential density. Residential density regulations in Chula Vista vary by zoning district. In some districts residential density is regulated by a ratio of units to lot area, such as one unit per 600 square feet. In these districts, base density is the maximum number of units allowed by the Zoning District. Other districts use form-based density, where residential density is regulated by the permitted volume– either the maximum floor area ratio (FAR) or a maximum building volume controlled by height, bulk, and setback controls (“form-based zoning”). 

2. Calculate Bonus Density.
The amount of density bonus that a project may seek is set forth in the State Law. The maximum density bonus is an additional 35% above the base density. The table below summarizes the amount of density bonus allowed based on the level of affordability. In areas where density is controlled as a ratio of units to lot area, the density bonus will be calculated as 135% of the base density represented as number of units allowed on the site. Any resulting remainder is rounded up to the next whole number. In areas with form-based density, the density bonus will be calculated as 135% of the residential gross floor area permitted in the “base” project. 

Note: density bonuses for more than one income category cannot be combined. The requirements of the City’s Housing Element Balanced Communities Policy (aka “Inclusionary Housing”), specifically the required income tiers, may not be modified or combined.

Affordable Housing Restrictions  
· Rental Units.  Affordable rental units must be restricted by an agreement which sets maximum incomes and rents for those units. Income and rent restrictions must remain in place for a 55 year term for very low or lower income units. Rents must be restricted as follows: 
· For very low income units, rents may not exceed 30% x 50% of the area median income for a  household size suitable for the unit.
· For lower income units, rents may not exceed 30% x 60% of the area median income for a household size suitable for the unit. 
· Area median income is determined annually by regulation of the California Department of Housing and Community Development, based upon median income regulations adopted by the U.S.  Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
· Rents must include a reasonable utility allowance. 
· Household size appropriate to the unit means 1 for a studio unit, 2 for a one bedroom unit, 3 for  a two bedroom unit, 4 for a three bedroom unit, etc.

· For Sale Units.  Affordable for sale units must be sold to the initial buyer at an affordable housing cost. Housing related costs include mortgage loan payments, mortgage insurance payments, property taxes and assessments, homeowner association fees, reasonable utilities allowance, insurance premiums, maintenance costs, and space rent. 
· For very low income units, housing costs may not exceed 30% x 50% of the area median income for a household size suitable for the unit.
· For lower income units, housing costs may not exceed 30% x 70% of the area median income for a household size suitable for the unit.
· For moderate income units, housing costs may not exceed 35% x 110% of the area median income for a household size suitable for the unit.
· Buyers must enter into an equity sharing agreement with the city or county, unless the equity  sharing requirements conflict with the requirements of another public funding source or law. The equity sharing agreement does not restrict the resale price but requires the original owner to pay  the city or county a portion of any appreciation received on resale.

A copy of  “Calculating Affordable Housing Costs/Rents”, “Household Income Limits” and other relevant information may be obtained on the City’s “Building Affordable Housing“ webpage.

Fees
There is no separate application fee for the State Density Bonus Program. Projects shall comply with the Fee Schedule for Planning and/or Building Divisions review covered under other entitlements. Please refer to the applicable Development Services Department Fees or at the DSD Front Counter located at 276 Fourth Avenue Building B Chula Vista CA 91910 or (619) 691-5101.

Additional fees, at the current hourly full cost recovery rate, may also be collected for legal expenses in the preparation and recording of any documents with the San Diego County Assessor-Recorder’s office and for monitoring compliance with any conditions of approval.
